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The Nossal Institute invites you to a four day training on HIV, sex work
and the overlap with injecting drug use (IDU) and men who have sex
with men (MSM).

The
training will be conducted in conjunction with sex worker representa-
tives from RhED (http://www.sexworker.org.au), and includes a guided
field visit to a working brothel to see first hand the settings in which the

Victorian commercial sex industry operates.

This course is open to all. You do not require academic qualifications to
enroll, and you will not be required to undertake formal academic as-
sessment.

HIV, Sex Work,
Injecting Drug Use &
Men who have Sex with Men

Globally, sex workers remain dispropor-
tionately affected by the HIV epidemic. In
Asia, two of the most important factors that
determine HIV incidence and prevalence
are the size of the sex worker population
and the frequency with which commercial
sex occurs. Sex workers are often subject to
stigma and discrimination stemming from
the illicit nature of their work and societal
mores. High risk behaviour combined with
secrecy and isolation from mainstream soci-
ety place sex workers and their clients at
relatively high risk of HIV and STls.

Enabling environments and best-practice
responses to HIV vulnerability in sex work-
ers have been shown to greatly reduce the
rate of HIV in sex workers and their clients.
These facilitate the attitudinal and behav-
ioural changes necessary for effective HIV
prevention and sex worker self determina-
tion.
