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Background

In developing countries approximately 50% of the population are
under 18 years of age. Half of the most important conditions
contributing to the global burden of disease are childhood
diseases. Many of the common causes of adult ill-health have
their origins or early manifestations in childhood or adolescence.
Targeted interventions in childhood may prevent these causes of
adultdisease.

Child health will occupy a significant proportion of the public
health professional's role in the developing world. This six-day
course provides a comprehensive overview and practical
guidelines to address international child health issues, with a
particular focus on resource poor settings.

hood mortality and morbidity;

Understand the broader social determinants of health;

o Describe the global frameworks, institutions, and
current programs, including WHO, UNICEF,
development banks and global funds;

o Understand the current strategies for prevention and
management of important causes of childhood illness,
including their evidence base;

o |dentify new approaches to the promotion of child
development and child human rights;

o Understand effective child public health program
development; and

o |dentify priorities for research ininternational health.

This course is intended for health program planners,
development workers, doctors and other health practitioners. It
is accredited by The University of Melbourne and can be taken
by students of postgraduate courses in public health,
international health and development studies.

Course Co-ordinator and Lecturers

The course is co-ordinated by Dr Alison Morgan and will be
taught by staff of the collaborating institutions and guest
presenters.

There will be an emphasis on learning using experience in
current programs around the world.

Assessment-'Onlyfor course participants seeking academic credit
The assessment consists of a take-home exam (30%), an essay
of 3000 words on a selected issue (50 %) and group work
presentation (20%).
